The creation of , rests on three preliminary ack-
nowledgments. The notion of bibliodiversity, despite its rapid spread and significant potential, remains
scantly explored, insufficiently discussed, poorly grasped, and even misused — reduced at times to a
simple slogan. It was important to save the notion from becoming even more depleted. Furthermore,
the two co-publishers — the International Alliance of Independent Publishers along with Double Ponc-
tuation — wish to contribute to original research, the development of intellectual and functional tools,
and the collection of testimony that could help us understand the changes occurring in the world of
books and publishing. Finally, there is not yet much space available in which to study these changing
phenomena with a perspective that is simultaneously international, intercultural, and interdisciplinary.

En outre, les deux coéditeurs — I'Alliance internationale des éditeurs indépendants et Double
ponctuation — souhaitent contribuer a la recherche, a I'élaboration d'outils intellectuels et opéra-
tionnels, a la collecte de témoignages qui peuvent aider a comprendre les mutations du monde
du livre et de I'édition. Enfin, il n'existe pas beaucoup d’espaces permettant d’étudier ces phé-
noménes de mutation, a la fois sous un angle international, interculturel et interdisciplinaire.
