The International Alliance of Independent Publishers and publishers from the Spanish-
language network pay tribute to the memory of the Chilean writer Luis Sepúlveda, who 
died on 16 April 2020 in Oviedo (Spain) as a result of the Coronavirus, after several 
weeks in hospital. 
 
The Ibero-American Book Fair in Gijón, organised and directed by Luis Sepúlveda for 
more than a decade, was the setting for the creation of the first network of Spanish-
language independent publishers, and the first meeting of Latin American independent 
publishers was held in 2000. 
 
As a result, the International Alliance of Independent Publishers and the Association of 
Independent Publishers of Chile, now Editores de Chile, were formed.
